Understanding Command Sponsorship Program (CSP)
Command Sponsorship allows a service member to bring their dependents to their overseas duty station. This program allows a limited number of positions to serve a 2-year accompanied tour, based on installation support capacity. Once sponsored, dependents are authorized access to base facilities, and the service member becomes eligible for allowances to help cover the cost of living with their family.
All personnel projected to PCS to Kunsan AB and its supported units can apply for Command Sponsorship if they meet the requirements in AFI 36-2110, 7.11.2. Sponsorship becomes effective on the date the Wing Commander approves it.
The Application Process
Please be aware that Command Sponsorship packages may take 2-3 weeks for review and final approval. Incomplete or incorrect documents may cause a delay in processing time.
To submit a CSP application request, please follow the steps below: 
1. Read & Adhere to the guide & fill out “Kunsan AB – Initial CSP Application Form”
2. Complete 8 FSS’ CSP Survey: 8 FSS CSP Survey & upload initial required documents

I also understand I must request and receive a command sponsorship program (CSP) billet before I am eligible to elect to serve the accompanied-by-dependents tour.

3. If I elect KAIP participation, I will receive $300.00 monthly effective on my Date Arrived Station (DAS) in Korea. KAIP terminates effective on my departure date from Korea for PCS, terminal leave, or permissive TDY for the purpose of retirement or separation.



4. I volunteer and elect (place initials in one of the elections below). In exchange for this election, I agree to accept Assignment Incentive Pay (AIP) of $300.00 per month for each month I serve in this assignment.

SUBJECT: NONCOMBATANT EVACUATION OPERATIONS (NEO) EXERCISE 
PARTICIPATION 


We, ________________________ and ____________________, recognize that command-sponsored 
assignments to the Republic of Korea offer unique opportunities but also a unique set of challenges and 
risks. One of those risks is the possibility that command-sponsored dependents will need to be evacuated 
from the Korean peninsula.  


In order to ensure reasonable preparedness for this possibility, and to enhance military readiness and 
morale, United States Forces Korea conducts multiple “noncombatant evacuation operations” (NEO) 
exercises each year. These exercises ensure that military leadership is prepared to process dependents in a 
timely manner and ensure that they are provided adequate opportunity to evacuate in a reasonably safe and 
timely manner. These exercises differ in scope and length depending on availability of funding and military 
planning factors. They range from basic processing drills where family members spend a few hours getting 
familiar with the routing and processing steps involved in an evacuation to full evacuation rehearsals. On 
occasion, this might involve actual transportation to Japan or another location for a weekend at government 
expense. These exercises happen at least twice per year, usually in mid-December and again in March. The 
military attempts to coordinate them with non-school days for children attending DoDEA schools. 


Participation by civilians in these exercises is critical to success. Accordingly, dependents are highly 
encouraged to participate in at least one NEO exercise during their tour.
